What is the Banyan Tree Value Challenge?

The Banyan Tree Value Challenge is an opportunity for eligible NGOs to get additional funding by making a competitive presentation of a CSR project or program that meets the criteria described below. This competitive presentation is called the Banyan Tree Value Challenge. The Banyan Tree Value Challenge is part and parcel of the Asian Forum on Corporate Social Responsibility. Qualified NGOs will be invited to make a competitive presentation for a grant of US$10,000. The excellence awardee (runner up) gets a US$5,000 grant. The presentation will be made to a panel of judges for a very specific CSR project or program needing additional funding in their community. 
The Banyan Tree Value Challenge is open only to NGOs from Bahrain, China, Greece, India, Indonesia, Maldives, Mexico, Morocco, Singapore, South Korea, Seychelles, Thailand, Turkey, United Arab Emirates and Vietnam.
How to write a summary and what to include
An entry to the Banyan Tree Value Challenge will only be valid if a Project Summary Form will be submitted. The summary should not be more than 1000 words and it should state the name of the project or program, and a short descriptive title of the project or program. Supporting materials MUST be in English or, if they are in another language, a certified translation must be provided. Please note that supporting materials submitted will not be returned.
Important submission note:

The supporting materials you submit will be sent to a panel of judges for review. It is ESSENTIAL that you scan and send any materials you are sending us in Microsoft Word, Excel, PowerPoint, or .pdf format. Please select the important pages and sections of any of the supporting materials mentioned above. If your supporting material is a book or an annual report, please just scan the cover, the table of contents and the relevant pages your project appears. Search and Selection Process

Finalists will make a competitive presentation during the pre-conference event of the seventh annual Asian Forum on Corporate Social Responsibility at the Grand Copthorne Waterfront Hotel, Singapore on November 19, 2008. The judges will be composed of a panel with representatives from Banyan Tree, AIM- Ramon V. del Rosario Sr. Center for Corporate Social Responsibility (AIM-RVR Center), and the major partners.
The winner and excellence awardees will have a chance to display their project poster on the Asian CSR Awards poster display area. Awarding ceremonies will be made in a brief pre-dinner segment of the sixth Asian CSR Awards Gala Dinner ceremonies.
